The main entrances at both library locations will remain open after 8:00 p.m. Those needing cooling 
shelter will be able to access the main entrances, community rooms, and bathrooms at any point 
during the period.  The Town Hall will be open for shelter only between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
Monday through Friday.
